REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
MARCH 20, 2007
MINUTES
STUDY SESSION

At 6:09 p.m. Mayor Ayer opened the study session by introducing Mark Leslie and Richard Porras from
AT&T California, and John Stratman, Jr. from Faubel Public Affairs.

Mr. Leslie began the study session by providing information regarding Project Light Speed, :including the
background of AT&T’s previous project named Project Pronto, which facilitated consumer’s ability to
increase the speed of which they received data via communication lines.

He expressed the importance of Project Light Speed. 1t wili allow AT&T to meet the demands of their retail
consumers in Fountain Valley by increasing the speed and capacity of data transmission ;by utilizing a
combination of fiber and copper lines. Mr. Leslie explained that the current abilities for such transfer is 1.5
megabits (mb) and will increase to 30 mb per residence. -

Mr. Leslie referred to the instaliation process of Project Light Speed to be unique from local céompetitors as
there is very little disruption to the community’s streets and sidewalks; this system utilizes the installation of
additional utility boxes next to the existing Service Area interface (SAl) housings.

After Council discussion and inquiry about the proposed size and number of boxes that would be installed,
Mr. Leslie confirmed that the current estimated build out amount is 22 boxes with dimensions of 48 inches
in height (some may be 63 inches), 48 inches in width, and 19 inches in depth. After further discussion
related to Council's concern of the aesthetics of the taller boxes, Mr. Leslie stated that, should the City
decide that the larger boxes are not the best fit, AT&T would only install those that are 48 inches in height.
He reiterated that during such a process, AT&T will work hand in hand with the City. :

Mr. Leslie provided information to Council regarding the number of cities in California currently going
through this process, citing local cities such as Costa Mesa and parts of Westminster, and larger cities
such as San Jose and San Diego.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins inquired as to the process that would allow the City to have input on the box
installation locations and colors. City Manager Ray Kromer and Public Works Director/City Engineer Mark
Lewis gave details to the Encroachment Permit process that would allow staff input on the installation
process. Mr. Leslie concurred that AT&T would agree to process each box installation individually.

In reply to Council Member Carrozzo's question of the amount of noise produced from trime boxes, Mr.
Leslie stated at a 6 foot distance with the box door open, the system admitted a 58 decibel range. He
confirmed that installation is done in a way that facilitates the door openings to face the street, and not a
residence.

At the conclusion of the Study Session, Mayor Ayer recommended staff meet with AT&T and further
discuss the potential of Project Light Speed applications in the City.

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PUBLIC HEARINGS

Mayor Ayer stated that he will abstain from any discussion or vote on this item stating potentiél

conflict of interest due to his ownership of his residence within the Green Valley area. H:e
passed the gavel to Mayor Pro Tem Collins and excused himself, leaving the room. ?

Mayor Pro Tem Collins opened the public hearing and read the following item for consideration::

1. Public Hearing To Consider Zone Change No. 415 To Rezone The Edison Right-Of-Way
And The Mile Square Park Area From A-1 General Agricultural To P/OS — Parks And
Open Space And The Green Valley Greenbelt And A Portion Of Harper Park From R-1:—
Single Family Residential To P/OS —Parks And Open Space :

Ordinance No0.1394 An Ordinance Of The City Of Fountain Valley City Council
Approving Zone Change No. 415 To Rezone The Edison Right-Of-Way Which includes
Passive Open Space And Four (4) Public Parks And The Mile Square Regional Park
Area From A1 — General Agricultural To P/QS — Parks And Open Space And To Rezone
The Green Valley Greenbelt And A Portion Of Harper Park From R1 — Single Family
Residential To P/OS — Parks And Open Space ;

Planning Director, Andy Perea summarized the staff report provided in the agenda packet,
detailing each area of consideration relevant to the proposed zoning change, noting that the
purpose of the change is for general plan conformance only and does not change the
characteristics of current land use.

At the conclusion of his report Mr. Perea recommended that City Council conduct a public
hearing and adopt the attached Ordinance approving Zone Change 415, which will rezone the
Edison right-of-way and the Mile Square Regional Park area from A-1 General Agricultural to
P/OS — Parks and Open Space and the Green Valley Greenbelt and a portion of Harper Park
from R-1 Single Family Residential to P/OS — Parks and Open Space.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins requested clarification regarding the need for general plan conformancé.

Mr. Perea stated that without general plan conformance compliancy, decision made regardiﬁg
City planning could be disputed.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins called the first public speaker:

Randy Boelsoms spoke regarding property located at 8700 Warner Avenue, and his desire to
use the adjacent property, indicating that it is an Edison easement area.

Ed Martell, a Fountain Valley resident, spoke regarding his concerns that this zone change miay
affect the rights of the Green Valley residents stating that current land in consideration of this
zone change is privately owned.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins stated that ownership would not change. After Council discussion, Mr.

Perea concurred and reiterated that this change does not impact ownership, and that both
privately and publicly held land could be zoned as Parks and Open Space.
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Having no additional speakers regarding the matter, Mayor Pro Tem Collins closed the pubhc
hearing.

Motion by Council Member Crandall, second by Council Member Carrozzo to approve Zone
Change 415, approve the introduction of Ordinance 1394, and pass to second reading for
adoption.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins read Ordinance 1394 by title.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins passed the gavel back to Mayor Ayer upon his return to Councf:il
Chambers.

Mayor Ayer opened the public hearing and read the following item for consideration:

2. Public Hearing To Consider An Ordinance Amending Fountain Valley Municipal Code
Section 21.24.060 (H) Regarding Real Estate Signage — Code Amendment No. 06-04
And A Resolution Establishing Charges For Iflegal Sign Recovery, Storage And
Redemption Charges :

An Ordinance Of The City Council Of The City Of Fountain Valley Amending The
Fountain Valley Municipal Code Regarding Real Estate And Other Sighs

A Resolution Of The City Council Of The City Of Fountain Valley Establishing Charqes
For lllegal Sign Recovery, Storage And Redemption Charges

Planning Director, Andy Perea provided a PowerPoint presentation relating fo the proposed
ordinance regarding real estate signs. He explained existing code requirements in relation to
the proposed changes. Examples of proposed compliant and non-compliant signage were
shown. Mr. Perea summarized the staff report provided as part of the agenda packet, noting
the difference between off-site and on-site signs, use of directional signs, allowances and
limitations, and proposed violations were detailed.

At the conclusion of his presentation, Mr. Perea recommended that the City Council adopt the
attached ordinance amending Fountain Valley Municipal Code Section 21.24.060 (H) regarding
real estate signage — Code Amendment No. 06-04 and approve the attached resolutson
establishing charges for illegal sign recovery, storage and redemption charges. -

After questions and clarification related to the presentation, there was further Council dlscussmn
regarding the proposed need for neutral directional signs versus allowmg sign colors in the
primary color range, wall signs (specifically height of the sign versus the sign being flush with
the wall), signs that use wall-hangers, and the time frame in which property site signs are to be
picked up after the close of escrow.

During discussion about the proposed penalties for sign code violations, comment was made
that the proposed resolution should clarify that both the imposition of fines and sign discarding
may occur.

City Manager, Ray Kromer suggested that inserting language to the above stated resolution thét
clarified that fines are in addition to the discarding of signs not retrieved within 30 days. :

Mayor Pro-Tem Collins inquired if there was a need to preserve the signs in the event thét
prosecution was required. :

City Aftorney Alan Burns said that such preservation could include photographing the sign pribr
to discarding.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins noted that consideration to changing Section 1-D as listed on Page 81 of
the agenda packet, may be desirable as nine square feet for signage seemed extensive. '

Council Member Crandall brought up concemns related to code enforcements ability to establish
the difference between signs that cost over $20.00 versus those that do not. After further
discussion, Council Member Crandall suggested that Administrative Regulations be provided to
code enforcement to act as guidelines in such determination. '

Having no further Council discussion, Mayor Ayer called upon those wishing to make pubiic
comments on this item.

Jo-An Hawley Verstraete, a Fountain Valley resident and real estate business professional,
displayed a proposed directional sign that would be considered compliant in the proposed code
amendment. She further spoke in favor of the proposed changes stating that continuity would
be beneficial for all interested parties. In response to the question of Rider signs, Ms. Hawley-
Verstraete suggested that the code may be intended for the cumulative of a few signs rather
that one nine square foot sign. é

Susan Saurastri, a Fountain Valley resident and real estate business professional, thanked
Planning Director, Andy Perea for his efforts related to the proposed code amendment. After
providing detail to the on-site sign removal process, she stated that if Council felt seven days
was in excess, at least five days should be granted. Ms. Saurastri further spoke regarding the
number of signs at tract entrances, the displaying of cumulative Rider signs, and the color of the
directional signs. She then stated that the main goal of this amendment is to assist the public
and homeowners.

Dave Stefanides of the Orange County Association of Realtors thanked Mr. Perea and City
Manager, Ray Kromer for their positive communications during this process. He spoke in favor
of the proposed signs and stated that upon passage he intends to educate his trade by
communicating the new regulations to the Orange County Association of Realtors as well as
other such associations serving the Fountain Valley community.

Steve Stovall, a Fountain Valley resident, spoke in regards to limiting the amount of sighs
posted in the City as well as the on-site posts used to display real estate signs.

Jean Theagan, a local real estate business professional, spoke in favor of the proposed code
amendments, adding that if only one color is used for directional signs, her preference is red,
and that it is helpful to have time after escrow closes to remove the on-site signs.

Tim Alldoites, a Fountain Valley resident, mentioned that the proposed changes would affect
specific areas that have limited posting access.
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City Manager, Ray Kromer concurred with Mr. Alldoites stating that he knew of two such areais
that would have limited opportunities to post in compliance with the proposed code amendment.

After discussion related to Mr. Stoval’s concerns of real estate sign posts left on-site fci)r
extended periods, Mr. Kromer stated that he would follow up on the issue. 3

Mayor Pro Tem Coliins asked if a motion should be made for the proposed ordinance arid
resolution together or independently. :

City Attorney, Alan Burns responded that the motions should be made independently.

Council Member Brothers stated that she would not support a motion that included tﬁe
allowance of a nine square foot Rider sign. ?

The City Attorney stated that due to the number of unresolved concerns, he proposed thatéa
motion be made that included language that would allow staff to return this item to Council and
offer alternates for said areas of concern.

Motion by Mayor Pro Tem Collins, second by Council Member Crandall, to continue the pubiic
hearing to the next scheduled council meeting on April 3, 2007, and request that staff provide
additional direction to the proposed changes.

There was further discussion related to the continuance of the public hearing, and specifié:s
regarding the Harper tract entrance.

ADMINISTRATIVE ITEMS

10. Designate The Land At the Southeast Corner Of The Recreation Center For Future
Expansion And Direct Staff To Begin Fundraising Efforts. :

Community Services Manager, Mark Nix summarized the information provided in the staff report
that was included as part of the agenda packet, including the meetings with the Community
Service Commission, a group known as the Senior Exercise Study Team (SEST), staff, and the
other community members regarding current space available to exercise at the Founders
Village Senior and Community Center.

Mr. Nix related that staff would work on fund-raising efforts as well as writing grants to obtéin
costs associated with this project. Further he stated potential collaborative endeavors related to
exercise and child obesity with the Boys and Girls Club located next to the proposed site.

At the conclusion of his report, Mr. Nix recommended that City Council designate the land at the
southeast corner of the Recreation Center for future building expansion and direct staff to begin
fundraising efforts. :

Mayor Pro Tem Collins inquired about the potential use of the outdoor area adjacent to the
existing exercise room at Founders Village.

City Manager, Ray Kromer advised that consideration was given to this area however this area
appears to be prohibitive based on building regulations such as additional parking requirements.
