CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Ayer called to order the regular Council Meeting of April 3, 2007 at 7:05 p.m.
INVOCATION

Pastor Brent Wagner of the Voyage Church gave the invocation.

SALUTE TO THE FLAG

Council Member Brothers led the salute to the flag of the United States.

PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Ayer presented a Proclamation to Jeni McGirr, the Ambassador for Donate Life,

declaring April, 2007 as Donate Life Month. Ms. McGirr thanked Council and spoke regarding

the importance of the Donate Life program including information related to the number
individuals that are potential transplant recipients.
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READING OF ORDINANCES

Motion by Mayor Pro Tem Collins, second by Council Member Crandall, to waive the reading in
full of all ordinances under consideration and direct the Mayor to read by titles only.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Mayor Ayer re-opened the public hearing continued from March 20, 2007 and read the following
item for consideration:

1. Public Hearing continued from March 20, 2007 _to Consider Revisions to the Fountain
Valley Municipal Code Section 21.24.060 (H) Regarding Real Estate Signage — Cocfje
Amendment No. 06-04 And Charges for lilega! Sign Recovery, Storage, and Redemptifg)n

Planning Director, Andy Perea summarized the staff report including actions taken by the
Planning Commission and Council to date regarding the proposed code amendment, outlining
the issues for consideration including onsite real estate signage, directional open house signage
for arterial intersections, directional open house signage at tract entrance(s), and changes to
abatement and charges of real estate signage not in compliance. He made note that new
documentation had been distributed to Council to include the use of balloons with reference to
directional open house signage.

At the conclusion of his presentation, Mr. Perea recommended that the City Council conduct the
public hearing, review the summary regarding proposed amendments to the Fountain Valley
Municipal Code, Section 21.24.060 (H), regarding real estate signage and provide staff direction
to prepare an ordinance with revisions to real estate signage regulations and a resolution
establishing charges for illegal sign recovery, storage and redemption. He further stated that
Council may provide this direction by using the distributed summary sheet and consider each
item individually.

In reference to page five of the agenda packet, Mayor Pro Tem Collins requested that Section
3-J of the proposed code amendment include language that states that signs cannot extend into
the public right-of-ways.

Council Member Crandall stated that it is his understanding that those items discussed at the
March 20, 2007 public hearing, and the items being clarified tonight, will be combined into one
ordinance which will be brought back to Council for consideration. Mr. Perea concurred.
Mayor Ayer inquired if the proposed code amendment would include garage sale signage.
Planning Director Andy Perea said that such (intersection} signs are covered under California
Civil Code Section 7-13.

Mayor Ayer then re-opened the public hearing and called upon the first public speaker.
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Peggy Gray, a Fountain Valley resident and real estate professional, stated her concern
regarding the proposed code amendment citing restrictions. She further stated that she feel
that the sign restrictions correlate to property value decreases.

Susan Saurastri, a Fountain Valley resident and real estate professional, spoke on the process
of the proposed code amendment thus far and expressed her desire to see the process
completed before the impending busy season for real estate professionals. She also displayed
samples of proposed signs, and requested that at least five days be given to remove onsite
signs after the close of escrow. :

Karin Yarina, a Fountain Valley resident and twenty-five year real estate professional, stated her
concerns regarding the proposed code amendment and stated how crucial signs are for broker
previews and open house events. She further stated she feels the property values have
decreased due to the restriction on real estate signage. é

Louise Lyon, a Fountain Valley homeowner, explained that her real estate agent provided h(iar
with information that gave her concerns regarding the length of time it will take to sell her
property, and the potential lower property value due to real estate sign restrictions.

Jean Marsh, a Fountain Valley resident and thirty-five year real estate business professional,
stated her concerns regarding the proposed code amendment; in specific, the cost for her to
make new signs. She further stated that she has not had the opportunity to see documentation
regarding this item.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins inquired on the public notification regarding this matter. Mr. Perea
explained that there have been several occasions for community input including community
workshops and information that local real estate associations are believed to have distributed to
its membership. He further provided information on the legal public noticing of the three
Planning Commission public hearings that were held, and the legal noticing of the City Council
public hearings held. Mayor Ayer inquired if additional copies of this agenda item are available.
City Clerk Robin Roberts indicated that she has a copy of this document for public distribution,
and that copies may be obtained at the City Clerk's Office upon request.

Mr. Perea reiterated that the proposed code amendment does not impose additional restrictions
but liberalizes existing restrictions. He further mentioned that some current real estate sign
postings are currently being done illegally, and that the intent of this code is not to create
additional cost to real estate professionals.

City Attorney, Alan Burns noted that a document had been distributed to Council to aid them in
their decision making process and that as it was not part of the agenda packet, it is a public
record and therefore, details of this document should be referenced to assist the public.

Council Member Brothers, referencing the above stated document, read verbatim the following
information:

1. Changes regarding on-site FOR SALE / LEASE / RENT signage:
a) Each residential property is allowed one (1) nine square foot on-site OPEN HOUSE sign.
An additional on-site OPEN HOUSE sign is allowed for properties that adjoin arterials.

The previous draft limited the location of the sign to one (1) foot above the tract wall.
The revised language allows for the sign to be place on top of or behind the tract wall.
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Motion by Council Member Brothers, second by Council Member Crandall, to direct staff to
incorporate Item 1-a as referenced above to the proposed Code Amendment No. 06-04.

b) The existing code allows for up to nine square feet of rider signage in addition to the nine
square feet of OPEN HOUSE signage. Options are provided to reduce the amount of
rider signage to three, six, or nine square feet.

Motion by Councit Member Brothers to direct staff to incorporate ltem 1-b including language to
limit rider signs to three square feet. There was no second to this motion.

Motion by Council Member Crandall, second by Mayor Pro Tem Collins, to direct staff to

incorporate Item 1-b as referenced above, including the language that limits rider signs to six
square feet to the proposed Code Amendment No 068-04. There was discussion regarding the
dimensions of rider signs.

c) The existing code requires removal of on-site signage within seven days after the
property is sold, rented, or leased. This section has been amended to include any
structural support. Also to reduce the number of days before an on-site OPEN HOUSE
sign must be removed to three, five, or seven days.

Motion by Council Member Brothers, second by Council Member Carrozzo, to direct staff to
incorporate Item 1-c as referenced above, including language that would provide up to seven
days to remove open house signs and structural support after the property is sold, rented, or
leased, to the proposed Code Amendment No 06-04.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins stated he believes that five days is sufficient and will therefore not be
supporting this motion. Council Member Crandall concurred stating his conversation with real
estate professionals who also feel seven days is excessive.

2. Changes regarding DIRECTIONAL OPEN HOUSE SIGNAGE - arterial intersections.
New provisions altow for up to four directional signs at any of the four nearest arterial
intersections however, they must be on private property.

a) The proposed Code Amendment allows for up to four directional OPEN HOUSE signs at

any of the four nearest arterial intersections not to exceed a total of four directional
signs. Language has been added to clarify the location and number of directional signs.
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Motion by Council Member Brothers, second by Council Member Crandall to direct staff to
incorporate ltem 2-a as referenced above to the proposed Code Amendment No 06-04.

b) The previous draft limited the color of the directional signage to the color of red. Options
are provided to limit the color of the signage to red, blue, or green, or any other single
color. Another option is not to specify any color on the signs.

Motion by Council Member Brothers, second by Council Member Crandall to direct staff to
incorporate ltem 2-b as referenced above, including language that limits directional signs to the
color of red, as referenced above to the proposed Code Amendment No 06-04.

c) Flags and pennants are prohibited on the Directional Signs. It is recommended the
prohibition be expanded to include balloons.

3. Changes regarding DIRECTIONAL OPEN HOUSE SIGNAGE - tract entrance(s)

a. The revised draft contains a definition of tract. 1t defines “tract” as any quadrant bound
by arterial streets.

Motion by Council Member Brothers, second by Council Member Crandall to direct staff to
incorporate ltem 3-a as referenced above to the proposed Code Amendment No 06-04.

b. The draft code amendment allows for two (2) OPEN HOUSE signs per tract entrance.
The revised language limits the number of tract entrances to one (1) per arterial street.

Motion by Council Member Brothers, second by Council Member Crandall to direct staff to
incorporate ltem 3-b as referenced above to the proposed Code Amendment No. 06-04.

C. The previous draft only allowed for the tract entrance sign to be ground mounted with
maximum height of 4 inches or mounted flush on a tract wall. Language has bee
included in the revised draft to allow for placement on top of, or behind a tract wall, an
that signs cannot extend into the public right-of-ways.

Motion by Council Member Brothers, second by Council Member Crandall, to direct staff to
incorporate Item 3-c as referenced above to the proposed Code Amendment No. 06-04.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins inquired if the motion included language that restricts signs from
extending into the public right-of-way area. Council Member Brothers confirmed that this was
incorporated into the motion. There was further discussion regarding the tract wall signage.

4. Changes to the Abatement & Charges section.

a. The abatement & charges provisions have been amended to state that appropriate
penalties will apply even if signs are discarded.
