1. Public Hearing continued from the April 3, 2007 City Council meeting to Consider An
Ordinance Amending Fountain Valley Municipal Code Section 21.24.060 (H) Regardin
Real Estate Signage — Code Amendment No. 06-04 And A Resolution Establishing
Charges For lllegal Sign Recovery, Storage And Redemption.

Ordinance No. 1395 An Ordinance of the City Council of the City of Fountain Valley
Amending the Fountain Valley Municipal Code Regarding Real Estate and Other Signs;.

Resolution No. 9114 A Resolution of the City Council of the City of Fountain Valtiey
Establishing Charges for Illegal Sign Recovery, Storage and Redemption Charges.

Planning Director Andy Perea summarized the staff report provided in the agenda packet,
including past action taken by Council during the public hearings dated March 20, 2007 and
April 3, 2007. After said summary, he stated that the staff believes that recommend Ordinance
and Resolution supporting Code Amendment 06-04 will meet the needs of the real estate
professionals while protecting the esthetics and safety needs of the community.
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At the conclusion of his presentation, Mr. Perea recommended that the City Council adopt the
attached ordinance amending Fountain Valley Municipal Code Section 21.24.060(H) regarding
real estate signage (Code Amendment No. 06-04) and approve the attached resolution
establishing charges for illegal sign recovery, storage and redemption charges.

Mayor Ayer then re-opened the public hearing and called upon the first public speaker.

Susan Saurastri, a Fountain Valley resident and real estate professional, stated that while her
fellow colleagues are pleased that the City is making an effort to liberalize the real estate sign
ordinance, there remains concerns of over-regulating with respect to limitation of a single color
font on directional signs, inability to post arterial signs in area that have no private property
access. She further suggested that Council consider changing the recommend ordinance to
allow real estate professionals to post arterial signs on public property when limited access
prevails.

Peggy Gray, a Fountain Valley resident and real estate professional, requested clarification of
the purpose for not allowing for “A” Frame signs to be allowed on public sidewalks

Mayor Ayer deferred to City Attorney Alan Bumns who offered that, while there are several
reasons why Council might impose such restrictions regarding placing said signs on public
sidewalks, including safety issues and ADA compliancy, it also opens up a first amendment
forum. He further mentioned that by allowing such signs, the City would not have the ability to
restrict the content of such signs, including advertisements.  After further discussion, Mr. Burns
confirmed that official city sign use on public sidewalk differed from that of business signs.

Having received no other requests to speak regarding this issue, Mayor Ayer closed the public
hearing.

Mayor Ayer then read the proposed Ordinance 1395 by title.

Motion by Mayor Pro Tem Collins, second by Council Member Carrozzo, to introduce Ordinance
1395 and passage fo second reading and adoption.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins spoke regarding the concerns stated by the public speakers and
concluded that, in his opinion, the proposed ordinance is a well constructed document that
balances the needs of the public, the City and the real estate industry. He then summarized the
efforts of all those involved with the process including the real estate industry, staff, Planning
Commission, and the City Council.

In response to Ms. Saurstri's comments, Mayor Ayer clarified that the proposed ordinance does
allow red, blue, or green colored font on directional signs rather than limiting to a single color.

Council Member Brothers complimented everyone for their efforts in constructing this ordinance,
and mentioned that the ordinance represents a fair compromise.

Assistant Planner Steven Ayers gave a PowerPoint presentation and summarized the staff report
as provided in the agenda packet. Mr. Ayers made mention of meetings previously held by both
the Sign Committee and Planning Commission, resulting in the denial of Variance No. 258.
Details regarding the request for variance, including the proposed sign to have illuminated
fascia were provided. In conclusion, Mr. Ayers stated that staff recommends the denial of the
appeal subject to confirming resolution.

In response to a quest!on by Mayor Pro Tem Collins, he gave information relating to illumination
of the fascia (sign) in the applicant's request, and how similar requests for illuminated fascia
signs by other businesses in Fountain Valley and surrounding cities have been handled.

Robert Mountain of Young Electric Sign Company stated that Exxon Mobil would like Council to
consider the illuminated fascia to be a light band rather than a sign.

Mayor Ayer inquired to the amount of electricity used for the illuminated fascia sign. Mr.
Mountain stated that it uses 20 amps, one circuit, as per the requirements per Title 24.

Council Member Brothers asked if the applicant had included the illuminated fascia as a sign on
the origina! application. Mr. Mountain said that though they included all information, including
the illuminating fascia, they did not know that it would be considered as part of the sign.

Mayor Ayer closed the public hearing.

Director of Public Works/City Engineer Mark Lewis summarized the report provided in the

agenda packet related to this item, including a brief history of the proposed annexation, current

ground water basin level, and financial impact which could result in a water rate increase for
Fountain Valley residents. In conclusion, Mr. Lewis stated staff recommendations that City
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Council adopt the proposed resolution reaffirming Council’s opposition to the expansion of the
Orange County Water District's service area.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins inquired if the City has communicated to Orange County Water District

representatives, the City’s displeasure of the proposed annexation. Mr. Lewis confirmed that
the District is aware of the concerns of Fountain Valley, and other cities regarding the
annexation.

Mr. Kromer added that this matter has been discussed for several years, and that Orange

County Water District’s Director, Wes Bannister has been included, and seems supportive of tt

City's position. There was further discussion regarding other cities that may be affected by thi
annexation and what action they have taken on this matter.
