Finance Director/City Treasurer Liz Fox summarized the staff report provided in the agenda packet, mcludlng
information regarding the Operating Budget, Ten-Year Fiscal Forecast, Schedule of Fees, and Charges,

annual appropriation limits, annual agreement with the Fountain Valley Agency for Community Development,
and schedule of property rental terms and charges for the administrative services for the municipal water utility.
She then gave details to the proposed funding sources and spending plan of the General Fund, Enterprise
Fund, Public Improvement Fund, and Grant Fund. -

___herhope that financial support of these programs are included in the proposed budget. =

Darrel Nolta, a resident of Westminster, spoke regarding the amount of sales tax represented in the budget as
revenue, noting that taxes for the purchase of cigarettes are included in these amounts. _

As there were no further requests to provide public testimony regarding this matter, Mayor Ayer closeéd the
public hearing.

Community Services Manager Mark Nix summarized information included in the staff report for this agenda
item titled Budget Supplement Attachment F, related to the establishment of a fee for semi-private swim
lessons for the aquatic program.

There was discussion regarding the subsidized amount of this program, cost of providing the program relevant
to safety issues, and fees charged by surrounding cities with similar programs. Mr. Nix indicated that the
current subsidized amount is $21.00. -

present fees for programs that cover the cost to provide the program.

There was further discussion regarding subsidized fees, including comments that previous discussion provided
for some subsidy of fee related to aguatic program classes due to increase program cost related to safety
issues.

City Attorney, Alan Burns summarized information provided in the agenda report regarding nuisance

abatement actions. Mr. Burns reported that the Government Code recently authorized cities to recover the

attorneys’ fees in such proceedings and as such the proposed ordinance provides the City with the authority to
" recover attorney fees in nuisance abatement actions.

4.  Adoption of Ordinance No. 1398 For Integration Into The Fountain Valley Municipal Code Establishing
Prohibited Use Of Tobacco In Fountain Valley City Parks

Ordinance No. 1398 An Ordinance Of The City Council Of The City Of Fountain Valley Amending The
Fountain Valley Municipal Code Regarding Tobacco Use In Fountain Valley City Parks

Mayor Ayer read the Ordinance by title.

Motion by Mayor Pro Tem Collins, second by Council Member Brothers to adopt Ordinance 1398 related to the
establishing the prohibited use of tobacco in Fountain Valley City Parks.
Christina Mosquera, from California State Long Beach College, spoke in favor of the ordinance and gave information

conducted regarding community readiness testing and community needs assessment. She reported that 83% of Fountain
" Valley residents support tobacco free parks.

Mariah Thong, a member of the Tobacco Free Community, spoke in favor of the ordinance and related the negative
environmenta! factors of cigarettes inciuding fires.
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Jennifer Wong, a La Quinta High School Key Club Task Force member, spoke in favor of the ordinance stati;ng that this
ordinance would promote public health and assist those trying to quit smoking.

___Michael Kim, a Fountain Valley High Schoo! Kiwin and member of the Tobacco Free Task Force, spoke in favor of the
ordinance and related information provided by the Environmental Protection Agency.

Natalie Whitehouse Capuano, an employee at California State Long Beach College, spoke in favor of the orcfinance and
related her personal experience with losing loved ones due to lung cancer, and related additional information regarding the
negative effects of second hand smoke.

Albert Marion, a resident of Westminster and President of Fountain Valley Kiwanis Club, spoke in favor of the ordinance
and related that though he is a smoker, he applauds those considering this motion as he feels it will protect children (from
the smoking environment.}

Dan Mitchell, a Fountain Valley resident, spoke against the ordinance, making mention that this policy will infringe on the
rights of citizens.

Darryl Nolta, a Westminster resident, spoke against the proposed ordinance stating that he feels it will erode civil liberties.
He stated that, although he too dislikes second hand smoke, this ordinance would be difficult to enforce and police time
might be better spent enforcing current laws.

Stephanie Tu, a student of La Quinta High School, spoke in favor of the proposed ordinance and related her thoughts on
the negative effects of smoking.

Michelle Speckler, a Fountain Valley youth, spoke about her concerns of the effect of cigarette smoke has on the earth and
people.

Aria Goldstein, a Fountain Valley youth, spoke about the negative aspects of cigarette smoke.
- David Speckier, a Fountain Valley youth, gave his thoughts of smoking including how it damages the lungs.
Zackary Goldstein, a Fountain Valley youth, spoke about how smoking effects nature and people in a negative way.

Perry Goldstein, a Fountain Valley resident, spoke in favor of the ordinance and mentioned his thoughts regarding the
addictive nature of cigarettes, and how smoking should not occur around children.

City Attorney Alan Burns commented on the probability of a Municipal Code violation resulting in a misdemeanor charge,

stating that during his career he has seen approximately 50 violations resulting in a misdemeanor charge, the balance
restlting in an infraction.

At the inquiry of Council Member Crandall there was discussion regarding the funding source for the proposed donations
as listed in the staff report provided as a June 5, 2007 City Council agenda item.

Mayor Pro Tem Collins commented the importance of this ordinance.

Council Member Brothers stated that she felt this ordinance is over reaching, yet commends those taking the time to
appear before the Council and speak on this item.

Council Member Crandall stated that though it is always a pleasure to see young folks come forwardito share
their views, he feels the proposed ordinance requires changes and as such will not support the motion

~Council Member Carrozzo commented that he has been wrestling with this issue for weeks. After providing his

thoughts on the varying issues raised by the ordinance, he stated that he ultimately feels that this ordinance
will be beneficial to children, and will therefore support the motion.
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Mayor Ayer thanked the students for bring this item forward and spoke regarding the benefits of anti

:'-smoking

campaigns. He further stated that he is pleased to see Fountain Valley moving in this dlrectlon and will

therefore be voting in favor of the adoption of this ordinance.
