

PLAN CHECK

1. Submit three copies of a plot plan showing the location of the house and the solar equipment on the   property.

2. Submit three copies of framing details for racking systems if used.  Racks 3 feet high or higher in height above the roof shall require a building permit and engineering calculations may be required. 

3. Submit approval numbers from an approved testing agency, such as IAPMO or L.A. City, for all solar equipment.

4. Submit two copies of engineering calculations to justify additional roof loading unless the following conditions have been met:
a. The load from solar panels acting on any ONE rafter does not exceed 75 lbs.

b. The existing roof load does not exceed 22 p.s.f. (6-dead & 16 live)

c. Existing roof conditions are:

a. 2 x 6 DF #2 rafters or better @ 24” o.c.

b. 12’-6” maximum rafter span

c. 4:12 minimum roof pitch

PERMIT – (PLUMBING)
1. Owner-builder

2. Contractor

a. Copy of Contractor’s State License.

b. Certificate of Worker’s Compensation Insurance.

c. Letter of authorization (if acting as agent)

INSTALLATION

1. Per Uniform Solar Energy Code

2. Per manufacturer’s installation instructions

3. Hot water only systems must have valves clearly labeled.

4. All electrical equipment must be labeled per NEC 690.

INSPECTION  

1. Rough inspection – prior to concealing any piping or bolting.

2. Final inspection – when system is complete and operative and all signage and protective coatings have been applied.

3. Pool system solar installation must be complete prior to pool final unless a pool blanket is provided. 
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
