The South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) appreciates the opportunity to comment on the above-
mentioned document. The SCAQMD’s comments are recommendations regarding the analysis of potential air quality
impacts from the proposed project that should be included in the draft environmental impact report (EIR). Please send
the SCAQMD a copy of the Draft EIR upon its completion. Note that copies of the Draft EIR that are submiited to the
State Clearinghouse are not forwarded to the SCAQMD. Please forward a copy of the Draft EIR directly to SCAQMD
at the address in our letterhead. In addition, please send with the draft EIR all appendices or technical documents
related to the air quality and greenhouse gas analyses and electronic versions of all air quality modeling and
health risk assessment files. These include original emission calculation spreadsheets and modeling files (not
Adobe PDF files). Without all files and supporting air quality documentation, the SCAQMD will be unable to
complete its review of the air quality analysis in a timely manner. Any delays in providing all supporting air
quality documentation will require additional time for review beyond the end of the comment period.

Air Quality Analysis

The SCAQMD adopted its California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Air Quality Handbook in 1993 to assist
other public agencies with the preparation of air quality analyses. The SCAQMD recommends that the Lead Agency
use this Handbook as guidance when preparing its air quality analysis. Copies of the Handbook are available from the
SCAQMD’s Subscription Services Department by calling (909) 396-3720. The lead agency may wish to consider
using land use emissions estimating software such as URBEMIS 2007 or the recently released CalEEMoed. These

models are available on the SCAQMD Website at: hitp://www.aqmd.gov/ceqa/models.himl.

The Lead Agency should identify any potential adverse air quality impacts that could occur from all phases of the
project and all air pollutant sources related to the project. Air quality impacts from both construction (including
demolition, if any) and operations should be calculated. Construction-related air quality impacts typically include, but
are not limited to, emissions from the use of heavy-duty equipment from grading, earth-loading/unloading, paving,
architectural coatings, off-road mobile sources (e.g., heavy-duty construction equipment) and on-road maobile sources
(e.g., construction worker vehicle trips, material transport trips). Operation-related air quality impacts may include,
but are not limited to, emissions from stationary sources (e.g., boilers), area sources (e.g., solvents and coatings), and
vehicular trips (e.g,, on- and off-road tailpipe emissions and entrained dust). Air quality impacts from indirect sources,
that is, sources that generate or attract vehicular trips should be included in the analysis.

The SCAQMD has developed a methodology for calculating PM2.5 emissions from construction and operational
activities and processes. In connection with developing PM2.5 calculation methodologies, the SCAQMD has also
developed both regional and localized significance thresholds. The SCAQMD requests that the lead agency quantify
PM2,5 emissions and compare the results to the recommended PM2.5 significance thresholds, Guidance for
calculating PM2.5 emissions and PM2.5 significance thresholds can be found at the following internet address:
http://www.agmd.gov/ceqashandbook/PM2_S/PM2_5.html.
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In addition to analyzing regional air quality impacts the SCAQMD recommends calculating localized air quality
impacts and comparing the results to localized significance thresholds (LL.STs). LST’s can be used in addition to the
recommended regional significance thresholds as a second indication of air quality impacts when preparing a CEQA
document. Therefore, when preparing the air quality analysis for the proposed project, it is recommended that the lead
- agency perform a localized significance analysis by either using the LSTs developed by the SCAQMD or performing
dispersion modeling as necessary. Guidance for performing a localized air quality analysis can be found at
hitp://www.aqmd. gov/ceqashandbook/LST/LST.html.

In the event that the proposed project generates or attracts vehicular trips, especially heavy-duty diesel-fueled vehicles,
it is recommended that the lead agency perform a mobile source health risk assessment. Guidance for performing a
mobile source health risk assessment (“Health Risk Assessment Guidance for Analyzing Cancer Risk from Mobile
Source Diesel Idling Emissions for CEQA Air Quality Analysis”) can be found on the SCAQMD’s CEQA web pages
at the following internet address: hitp://www.aqmd.gov/ceqa/handbook/mobile_toxic/mobile_toxic.html, An analysis
of all toxic air contaminant impacts due to the decomm:sstonmg or use of equipment potentially generating such air
pollutants should also be included.

Mitigation Measures
In the event that the project generates SIgmﬁcant adverse air quality impacts, CEQA requires that all feasible

mitigation measures that go beyond what is required by law be utilized during project construction and operation to
minimize or eliminate significant adverse air quality impacts. To assist the Lead Agency with identifying possible
mitigation measures for the project, please refer to Chapter 11 of the SCAQMD CEQA Air Quality Handbook for
sample air quality mitigation measures. Additional mitigation measures can be found on the SCAQMD’s CEQA web
pages at the following internet address: www.aqmd.gov/ceqa/handbook/mitigation/MM _intro.html Additionally,
SCAQMD’s Rule 403 - Fugitive Dust, and the Implementation Handbook contain numerous measures for controlling
construction-related emissions that should be considered for use as CEQA mitigation if not otherwise required. Other
measures to reduce air quality impacts from land use projects can be found in the SCAQMD?’s Guidance Document for
Addressing Air Quality Issues in General Plans and Local Planning, This document can be found at the following
internet address: http://www.aqmd gov/prdasfaqguide/agguide.html. In addition, guidance on siting incompatible land
uses can be found in the California Air Resources Board’s Air Quality and Land Use Handbook: A Community
Perspective, which can be found at the following internet address: http://www.arb.ca.goy/ch/handbook.pdf. CARB’s
Land Use Handbook is a general reference guide for evaluating and reducing air pollution impacts associated with new
projects that go through the land use decision-making process. Pursuant to state CEQA Guidelines §15126.4
(2)(1)(D}, any impacts resulting from mitigation measures must also be discussed.

Mr, Perea,

I would like to commend the city of Fountain Valley for working with Hyundai Motors to accommodate their
expansion plan. Hyundai Motors has been a partner in the city for many years and contributes to the overall
success of our community.

As a resident who lives adjacent to the Hyundai property, T have only one concern regarding the proposed plan
outlined in the mailer received on March 31, 2011. Specifically the addition of the signal light to control
ingress/egress at the east driveway. In the past I have had occasion to follow vehicles traveling at an excessive
rate of speed down El Este Avenue, These vehicles were driven by employees from Hyundai Motors. After
speaking with them on speeding in a residential district they advised me that the reason they do this is when
they miss the light turning left onto Talbert Avenue from Ward Street, it is faster to go through the
neighborhood than wait for the light. At present the easterly driveway leaving the Hyundai property is an
uncontrolled infersection. The amount of traffic during the afternoon on Talbert Avenue precludes this action
when leaving this facility. My concern is that if this intersection becomes controlled it will create an avenue for
vehicles leaving Hyundai to utilize the adjacent neighborhood as a "short-cut". Like many neighborhoods in
Fountain Valley, we have children who play in front yards, have basketball hoops on the sidewalk and ride
bikes around the area. We also have the walk-way at the apex of El Este/Los Vasos curve that is used to
access Cox Elementary School. This results in an increase in foot traffic of school age children in the
neighborhood. This adds the element of a safety issue for the proposed changes to the intersection. I would be
interested in knowing if the City of Fountain Valley and/or Hyundai Motors has considered any alternatives or
additions to this plan? T have seen similar areas in other communities that have controlled this problem in
various ways. Some incorporate restricting traffic travel to the area. While others have utilized cement barriers
to limit or eliminate ingress/egress while traveling in certain directions. Would any of these options be
available to the neighbors of Hyundai so that we may avoid unnecessarily aiding in this practice or creating a
dangerous condition?

While my wife and I are supportive and appreciative of Hyundai Motors decision to contribute to our
community by building this new facility [ would like to work with them and the City of Fountain Valley to
avoid creating a problem for the neighborhood and potentially compromising the safety of our communities
children.

Mr. Adrew Perea, | have read and fully understood the notice of preparation on the draft environmental
impact mailed to Fountain Valley residents on 3/31/2011. My neighbors and | are happy to see Fountain
Valley progress financially but it is equally important to maintain a safe environment for the young
children and senior citizens in our neighborhood. Our neighborhood (10677 La Perla Ave.) is located
across the street from Hyundai Motor America Corporate Campus.

I would refer you to the Project Description ~section of the letter last paragraph. My concern is real and
truly do want this to be an equally beneficial situation for our neighborhood and corporate America.

The traffic signal that will be installed at the intersection of Talbert and Los Vasos for the convinience of
Hyundai employees needs to be studied correctly and with the concern for both of the parties involved.
This study is obviously one-sided as the letter only makes reference to save ingress/egress for Hyundai
and not its neighbors. :

Why not properly study this soon to be real problem for the neighborhoods. This is a soon to be real
liability for Fountain Valley. The City of Fountain Valley will mostly definetly find its self liable for the
lack of safety studies and as a result someone in our neighborhood will be injured. The increase in
motorists that will soon be using our residential streets as a short cut from Ward to Los Vasos and into
the main entrance of the new Hyundai development will cause an injury to the public.

I noted that when the traffic study was being conducted there where some air hoses placed on Los
Vasos at Talbert. The air hose on the west side of Los Vasos was installed in a way that caused it to be
