SUBJECT: Award of contract to Kling Consulting Group, Inc. for on-call engineering
geology and geotechnical engineering review services ($210,000)

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

Critical for each development project are the properties of the soils on a site and the
design of the foundation in response to the soil conditions and the structure itself.
Developers utilize engineers to perform an analysis of the soils and then provide the
results to the city along with their building plans. The City does not have a geotechnical
engineer on staff to review and verify the accuracy of these studies and contracts for
these services. These services are ultimately paid by the applicant upon issuance of
building permits. The costs for these services vary upon the particular type of service
needed (residential, commercial, site visits, and site plan review).

In order to ensure that the City receives the best service at a fair price, a Request for
Proposal (RFP) for on-call engineering geology and geotechnical engineering review
services was issued on August 21, 2021. This contract would be for a period of three (3)
years with the option for two (2) one year extensions. On September 20, 2021, the City
received eight (8) responses. The lowest bidder and highest rated respondent was Kling
Consulting Group, Inc. (Kling).

Staff recommends that the City Council award a consultant contract for $210,000 to Kling
Consulting Group, Inc. for on-call engineering geology and geotechnical engineering
review services.

DISCUSSION:

Critical components of each development project are the properties of the soils on a site
and the design of the foundation in response to the soil conditions and the structure itself.
Developers utilize engineers to perform an analysis of the soils and then provide those
results to the city along with their building plans. The City does not have a geotechnical
engineer on staff to review and verify the accuracy of these studies and has been utilizing
contractors for this service, which are paid by applicants at building permit issuance.

PROCUREMENT:

In accordance with City’s Purchasing Policies, the City of Fountain Valley issued a RFP
for On-Call Engineering Geology and Geotechnical Engineering Review (RFP 21-021) on
August 21, 2021. The RFP was publicly advertised through Planetbids with an invitation
through the City’s website. Thirty-four (34) companies showed interest in the RFP and
downloaded the RFP. The RFP closed on September 20, 2021 and eight (8) firms
submitted proposals. There was a proposal scoring session and a discussion session
followed by scoring of the proposed costs. The first round was evaluating the proposals
on a 10-point system with a weighted score of 700 (70%) in three areas: General
Approach & Work Plans, Qualifications & Experience, and References/Past
Performances. After independently scoring each proposal, the three evaluators discussed
weaknesses, strengths and similarities. Throughout the discussion, all three agreed on
the scoring of the firms and it was decided that any firm that scored under 600 would not
make it to Round 2. Cost proposals were opened for the remaining five (5) firms that met
the minimum requirements the city requested. Costs were electronically scored through
Planetbids with a weighted score of 300 (30%) and added to the Proposal scores to get
a complete score.

Kling is recommended because of their proven expertise, past performance, clear
proposal, and the fact that Kling was the low bidder. Another favorable aspect of their
proposal was that Kling’s fees are based upon on a standardized rate for the type of
service and number of reviews, which allows applicants to know the costs upfront.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS:

Budget appropriations have been included in the Planning Department’'s FY2021/22
budget in the amount of $65,000, which are anticipated to be sufficient to cover the
projected building activities that will necessitate geologic review during the fiscal year.
